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Data Providing 

• Cadastral information is public information and 

accessible to everyone 

• no legitimation, no registration  

• Online access to authentic Cadastre information 

• citizens, professionals, economy and public 

administration.. 

• combines the different datasets, continuously updated 

• Standard charges 

• fees cover only costs for reproduction and dissemination 
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Cadastral data as Open Data ? 

Cadastral information is open data 

but  

not free of charge! 

 

• public information and accessible to everyone 

 

• Some data sets for free 

• Administrative boundaries 

• addresses (Stichtag) 
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Standard Charges- Basic principals  

• According to Surveying act 

• Following INSPIRE Directive and PSI Directive 

• BEV´s pricing/licensing model 
• rights of internal and external use 

• Analogue, digital products and web services 

• Same price also for public/governmental administration 
• Discount for educational and academic purpose 

• WEB-Service 
• licence enables use of BEV data in a web application (browser 

or mobile browser)  

• enables display and/or retrieval of attributes, download of 
derived products  
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Example for Pricing 
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Web-portal of the BEV: “eGeodata Austria” 

• Direct access to authentic 
(Cadastre) information for citizens, 
economy and administration, .. 

• combines the different datasets 

• manages users access (rules, 
rights,..)

• permit private users to add 
value to the data 
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Processes to correct  

Cadastral data  



Errors in Land registry (Grundbuch) 

• double existing properties? 
•  is not possible 

• Owner of property is not correct? 
• Error of the LR Office? 

• Ex officio correction 

• Error by others (notary, owner,..) 
• Formal application to change 

• Others? (fraud,..) 
• Court 

• Incorrect parcels in C- sheet? 
• Check the cause of the error 
• Decision provided to owner? 

• If not:  ex officio correction 
• Legally valid after 3 years (3 Schreijahre) 

 
 



1. Legally defined improvement of Cadastral map 

• Difference between the Cadastral map and real situation 

in single boundaries: 

• Precondition: no change in nature since last survey 

• Agreement by owners (sign a protocol) 

• Surveying document by surveyor 

• Checking old surveying documents at archive of cadastral 

authority 

• Check/control by cadastral authority and decision 

• > Maintaining of the cadastral map 







2. Improve georeferencing/geocoding of 

Cadastral map 

• Difference between the Cadastral map and real 
situation in a larger area/region: 

• Cadastral authority starts process to improve the 
cadastral map 
• Proposal by surveyors, owners, own process,.. 

• no legal agreement by owners needed  

• New law in discussion 
• ex officio quality improvement, if “difference between 

Cadastral map and existing documents“ 

• Documentation! 
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Summary 

• Homogenize the national geodetic network 
• Measurement of all control points with GNSS 

• ETRS coordinates in a homogenous system 

• Using GRID- methods for homogenization of Cadastre 

• Improvement of the Cadastral Map 
• Improve position of lineament (points, lines) and actuality 

of the information 

• Optimize the processes of maintaining cadastral 
information 

• Quality improvement as permanent process
